CHESAPEAKE SPORT PILOT
SCHEDULING AND OPERATING RULES

Effective May 10, 2010
Scheduling

1. Aircraft should be scheduled for the entire time the aircraft will be used by the pilot, not just the flying time.  The aircraft must be ready for use by another pilot, including being refueled, at the end of the scheduled time.  Accordingly schedule aircraft for at least 15 minutes before and after anticipated landing time.  However, aircraft should not be scheduled for more than is actually anticipated for aircraft usage.    

2. If an aircraft is not returned on time, which results in the aircraft not being available for the next scheduled user, the renter will be responsible for payment of a penalty equal to one hour rental charge for each hour, or portion of hour, the aircraft is late, unless late return is unavoidable due to weather, malfunction or other problems beyond pilot’s control.

3. If aircraft cannot be returned on time due to weather, malfunction or other conditions beyond the pilot’s control, the pilot must notify CSP as soon as possible.  Emergency contact numbers are as follows:

4. CSP shall have the right to cancel at any time any scheduled use of the aircraft if necessary for maintenance or other priority use.

5. Aircraft may not be scheduled for overnight use or for more than three (3) hour blocks on weekends without prior approval by CSP.

6. There will be a minimum charge of one half of total scheduled rental time between sunrise and sunset unless waived in advance by CSP.  For example, if aircraft scheduled for four (4) hours, minimum charge will be for two hours of hobbs time.  If aircraft is scheduled for overnight use, only time between sunrise and sunset will be counted in determining minimum charge.
7. Aircraft may not be scheduled more than thirty (30) days in advance without prior approval of CSP.

8. If a pilot decides not to fly an aircraft when scheduled, the scheduled usage of the aircraft must be cancelled as soon as possible. Pilots who cancel scheduled use of aircraft within twenty four (24) hours of scheduled use, or who fail to cancel use of aircraft, may be subject to penalty of one third (1/3) of amount of scheduled time, except for cancellations due to weather, illness or other safety related issues.  For example, cancellation of aircraft that is scheduled for three (3) hours may result in penalty equal to cost of one (1) hour of rental.

9. Any student canceling a dual flight must personally notify the instructor, not merely cancel the flight on the flight schedule.

10. Pilots who fail to show up for scheduled instruction, or who cancel any scheduled instruction within twenty four (24) hours of scheduled instruction, may be responsible for payment of instructor’s full fee for time scheduled if the instructor is unable to rebook the time, except for cancellations due to weather, illness or other safety related issues.  Failure to cancel scheduled aircraft rental at least twelve (12) hours in advance may result in the pilot being responsible for payment of a minimum of one hour hobbs time.  
11. Instructor time must be scheduled separately from aircraft time taking into account amount of time for ground instruction before and after actual flight time.  No time should be scheduled for an instructor unless cleared in advance with the instructor.
Operating

12. Aircraft may only be operated for private or business purposes and not operated for compensation or hire.  
13. Pilot will be responsible for any landing, parking or other fees by any airport where the pilot lands. 

14. Pilots renting aircraft without an instructor shall be acting as PIC at all times.

15. Aircraft shall be tied down or wheels chocked whenever it is parked anyplace.  If an aircraft is kept overnight at a location other than W29, the aircraft must be tied down or kept in a hangar.  Pilots are responsible for appropriately securing aircraft.
16. In the event of a malfunction which prevents returning to Bay Bridge Airport, the renter shall not attempt to repair the aircraft or any equipment but shall call CSP for instructions using emergency contact numbers listed above.
17. In the event of an accident or incident which causes damage to the aircraft, CSP shall be notified immediately and the aircraft shall not be moved unless authorized by CSP or local or federal authorities.

18.  No intentional landings are permitted on turf airports or any off airport location unless authorized in advance by CSP.   
19. Aircraft must be operated in accordance with all applicable FARs, and any applicable state or local rules or regulations, and pilot is responsible for maintaining currency and proficiency.
20. All flight time shall be recorded by the PIC in the aircraft log and CSP time slips must be completed and turned in at the end of each flight.

21. Any discrepancies or maintenance issues shall be noted on the time sheet and a CSP representative or flight instructor notified verbally as soon after conclusion of the flight as practical.  In addition, a CSP representative must be notified of any needed supplies, including oil, for the aircraft.
22. Aircraft shall be tied down, gust locks installed and covers and bird deterrent devices put on at the end of each flight unless the airplane is turned over to another pilot.

23. To avoid excessive wear on props, aircraft shall not be operated in sustained periods of rain.
24. All renters of aircraft who are not accompanied by a CSP instructor shall be required to have non-owned aircraft insurance coverage providing a minimum of $40,000 coverage for damage to non-owned aircraft.   Such insurance will not be required to be purchased by pre-solo students.  
25. Unless otherwise authorized by CSP, a person will need to take a proficiency check with a CSP instructor in the following cases: 
- Any student who has soled, but does not yet have a license, and who hasn't flown in that make and model of aircraft in the past 30 days.

- Any renter who has less than 5 hours in make and model after completing the initial checkout, who has not flown that make and model in the past 30 days.

- Any renter who has more than 5 hours in make and model after completing the initial checkout but who hasn't flown in that make and model in the past 60 days.
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
